Thanks to good 

ñreviewsò and a rather fetching poster, the 

Chicago Knockers All-Girl mudwrestling 

Show was booked for the Friday Night 

stage show. 

Needless to say, this unique show attracted 

attention! One little old lady from the com-

munity confronted the editor and upbraided 

him for featuring a ñstrip showò at the Fair. 

She was quite clear in tone and language, 

she would never attend the Kinmount Fair 

again! Oh yeah? On Friday night, there she 

was in the front row yelling ñkill óem, 

stomp óemò at the top of her voice!  

The feature bout of the night was the Chi-

cago Knockers vs The Ottawa Connection. 

Two MPs, our own Bill Scott and Bill 

Vankougnet from Belleville were destined 

to duke it out with the girls. The Chicago 

Knockers were lithe 100 pound gymnasts. 

The Ottawa Connection were slightly 

ñheavierò; well over 200 pounds each. Bill 

Scott had practiced prior to the match by 

wrestling 300 pound calves. But no calf-

wrestling could prepare him for speed and 

dexterity unleashed by the Chicago Knock-

ers! The bout ended in ñmud-slingingò and 

two politicians pinned in the mud. You can 

let your imagination fill in the rest of the 

details! 

The mud wrestling show was the highlight 

of the Fair: talked about for weeks!  People 

who were not there would be telling stories 

about the bout.  

It was also the last time we had wrestling at 

the Fair (analyze that how you must). But 

30 years later, wrestling is back! Classic 

Championship Wrestling makes an appear-

ance at the Kinmount Fair on Friday Sep-

tember 4 at 4:00 pm. The bout will be held 

in front of the Grandstand, prior to the 

Truck and Tractor Pull. I cannot guarantee 

this yearôs show will attract quite the same 

buzz as the Chicago Knockers, but it is sure 

to pack some action back into the Friday 

night lineup! Stay tuned for more details. If 

any of the readers have more stories to 

share about the Chicago Knockers, please 

forward them to the Gazette.
