Pickled Green Beans

2 Ibs green beans

4 small hot peppers (optional)
4 heads fresh dill

t r eas urdelovesrgarlice o f

4 tsp mustard seeds

2 1/2 cups white vinegar

2 1/2 cups water

2 tbsp pickling salt

Cut stem ends off washed green beans.
Cut slit in each hot pepper. In each jar
pack:

1 head dill

Tightly pack in green beans cut side up.
Boil water, salt and vinegar for 3 minutes.
Pour into each jar leaving 1/2 inch head
space.

Cover with new snap lids. Put on rings
fingertip tight Process in water bath canner
10 minutes. Makes 4 pints.

Quick Chicken Stir Fry

2 boneless skinless chicken breasts

1 onion

1 green pepper

1 stalk celery

Stir fry veggies in olive oil. Remove to
plate Chop chicken in bite size pieces and
stir fry in same pan adding more oil if
needed

Add 1 gulp of hoisin sauce and 1 gulp of
oyster sauce and a little water. Sprinkle
with black pepper. Cover and cook until
chicken is done. Add veggies, heat through
and serve. (I sometimes add mushrooms,
broccoli, almonds etc.) Serve with rice or
noodles.

Cooking Q & A

What is hoisin sauce and what is a gulp?
Hoisin sauce is a thick, dark Chinese sauce
that is used as a dipping sauce or for glaz-
ing or marinating food. It is made with
soybean paste, chillies and salt, and it
might contain a combination of other in-
gredients, such as sugar, vinegar and gar-
lic. This pungent sauce is sometimes re-
ferred to as Chinese barbecue sauce. Alt-
hough it is not similar in flavour to com-
mon barbecue sauce, it can be used in
much the same wayA gulp is the form of
measurement on the bottle of hoisin sauce
which is equal to approximately 1 thsp.
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
