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stop music and weekend camp-
ing. The Kinmount Fairgrounds
is an ideal venue for such a
Jamboree.

After a slow start, the Jamboree

Slipper was not unreliable or
dangerous among the other
horses on the farm. Indeed he
went to the other extreme, and
after making friends with them,
he put himself to a great deal of
trouble to treat them or give
them a good time. For exam-
ple, he would manipulate door
catches, untie knots, undo steel
snaps, turn button catches and
lift oat bin lids better than a lot
of the farm help that we had
just after the war. He was so
systematic and clever, when we
found a new and complicated
lock we thought would fool

him, we would explain its
workings behind closed doors
so Slipper could not hear.
There were 12 box-stalls in the
barn. Slipper’s delight was to
open his own door (kept closed
two latches and tied well with a
many knotted rope), then go
from stall to stall opening the
doors of the other horses. After
this, at the risk of being kicked,
he would enter each standing
stall undoing a chain behind
each horse and untying the rope
holding the horse; if the rope
proved to be too well tied, he
took the halter over the aston-

couple of years. Jamboree-
goers seem to love the setting
and the music is always first-
rate.

ished horses head! Before we
put outside catches on the barn
doors, he would open an outer
door, and chase all the horses
out and down the road. They
would tear away, tails over
their backs, and Slipper would
come, meek as a mouse, jump
the fence onto the lawn, and
whinny to me through the win-
dow! Sometimes he would wait
for me to jump on bare-back.
He did not need me to get them
back; I was of very little use
without bridle or saddle: if I
went at all, it was only for the
ride! Slipper would call loudly

and clearly in anticipation they
would pause for a minute. That
was all Slipper needed; he
would be around them in a
flash, and they headed home
with himself in hot pursuit. He
would stand guarding the gate,
not allowing a horse to go by
until we had rounded them up.
When we put sturdy bars in
place outside the doors, we
breathed easier. When Slipper
found he could not let them
outside, he decided to have a
party indoors, and turning both
buttons on the oat bin, he
opened it wide. In the morning

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Friends and Neighbours: Downeyville ¥

The Peter Robinson Emigra-
tion saw 417 families of im-
poverished Irish farm tenants
sent to the Peterborough arca
at government expense. These
families were given land
grants of 100 acres in the sur-
rounding townships. The Irish
were to be mixed with other
settler groups to encourage
some assimilation. The largest
group, 142 families, were
dispatched to north Emily
Township. South Emily was
largely occupied by Protestant
Irish previous to 1825. A
grist/saw mill was set up at
Omemee the same year, and
the Robinson Irish were set-
tled north of the village in the
area around Downeyville.
Most settlers to Upper Canada
were settled on isolated farm-
steads right in the middle of
their land holdings. The
southern (Catholic) Irish set-
tlers came from a different
cultural background that em-
phasized village life. Their
settlements were often con-
centrated in crossroad ham-
lets, usually clustered around
their church.

The site of Downeyville be-
gan with a school. The spot
was named Downey’s Cross
because it was the cross road
site with the Downey farm on
the southwest corner, hence
Downey’s Cross (road). A
Clergy Reserve lot for use of
the Roman Catholic Church
was provided, but the lot was
in the centre of the settlement
area, to the east of present
Downeyville. A small log
church was erected in 1835,
and masses were held by a
priest from Peterborough or
Lindsay. A burial ground was
also started.

In 1852, the first resident
priest, Father Burke, arrived
to serve the parish of
Downeyville-Ennismore. He
rented a room at the Collin’s

A lot was purchased from the
Downey Family, a church,
drive sheds, manse and ceme-
tery built over the next few
years. Downeyville became
the centre of the parish/
community. The priests from
Downeyville served a large
area including Galway for
many years. Galway was as-
signed its own priest only in
1887 as part of the new parish
of Fenelon Falls & Galway.
The hamlet contained a store, a
blacksmith, a school, several
hotels and the church com-
plex, but no mills or industry.
Other services could be had in
Omemee to the south, Lindsay
to the west or Bobcaygeon to
the north. The hamlet of
Downeyville never contained a
true main street, but was lim-
ited to a few businesses clus-
tered around the four corners
of Downey’s

Crossroads. It still {
remains as a true :

Recently emergency services
personnel were called to the
aid of a racoon who found him-
self in a very tight spot. The
racoon had gotten lodged in the
trunk of a tree and was unable
to extricate itself.

The site of the incident is
south of Kinmount just off of
the Rail Trail. Hikers who
were out harvesting fiddle-
heads found the helpless
mammal’s hindquarters hang-
ing from a crevice in the large
oak tree.

“It was squealing and making
quite a fuss!” stated Raymond
Procyonlotor, one of the men
who discovered the unfortunate
raccoon. “We didn’t know
what to do, and so after snap-
ping several photos, we decid-
ed to contact 911 for some
support.”

Emergency crews responded
quickly using ATVs. They

were directed to the spot by
the hikers who had stayed to
create You Tube Videos of the
rescue.

After several unsuccessful
attempts, the raccoon was
removed from the tree using a
series of clamps and crow
bars.

One crew member, who did
not wish to be identified,
claimed the rescue to be one of
the most extraordinary events
that he had experienced in his
life.

“Upon being freed, the racoon
raised up on its hind feet and
saluted to us as if saying
thanks.” he reported.

Eye witness accounts state that
the raccoon then ran off into
the woods whilst emergency
services repacked their gear
and prepared for their journey
home.

It came about that when the hunter mares
were to be bred, we left the colts with Slip-
per instead of sending them with their
mothers. His nosing and chatter would
keep the little fellows quite happy and con-
tent.

It was
quite striking to watch Slipper at work; he
appeared nearly human as he went about it.
He would put on a burst of speed, clearing
the jump several strides in front of the colt.
He made such a game of this that it was not
long before the colt was leading Slipper
over the jump. As soon as this had been
accomplished, Slipper got carrots and a
new pupil: that was ready for the human
trainers.

We had only one complaint. Unlike the
mares who only worry about their own
colts, Slipper worried about them all! One
summer we sold the mares in foal and had
no foals of our own. Slipper was heartbro-
ken! Every time he was out, he either lured
other people’s colts away from their moth-
ers and brought them home or stayed in
their fields visiting.”

I am very proud to be part of a Dental
Health Practitioners Team that has been
providing dental health care to the chil-
dren of El Porvenir Honduras since
2009. Team members are responsible
for their own costs such as travel, room

Homemade Ink from Berries

Ever wonder what pioneers used for ink? Most
pioneers could not afford to buy ink so they
made their own quite often using berries.
Here’s how they did it:

Ingredients:

Y5 cup ripe berries (strawberries, raspberries,
blueberries or blackberries)

Y5 teaspoon vinegar

Y2 teaspoon salt

Directions:

Place berries in a strainer over a bowl and
crush the berries with the back of a wooden
spoon until only pulp is left. Add vinegar &
salt to the juice. Vinegar keeps the ink from
fading and salt stops it from going mouldy. If
the berry ink is too thick, thin with water add-
ing just a touch at a time. Store in a jar in the
fridge. When finished try using a feather as a
pen.

The Old Farmer's Almanac has been
published continuously since 1792 mak-
ing it the oldest continuously published
periodical in North America. Its history
is as rich and diverse as the Almanac
itself. Filled with numerous tidbits of
information and of course the most
talked about subject worldwide, the
weather, the Almanac is eagerly awaited
each year. The first Old Farmer's Alma-
nac (then known as The Farmer's Alma-
nac) was edited by Robert B. Thomas,
the publication's founder. There were
many competing almanacs in the 18"
century, but Thomas's upstart was a
success. In its second year, distribution
tripled to 9,000. The cost of the book
was six pence (about nine cents)

To calculate the Almanac's weather pre-
dictions, Thomas studied solar activity,
astronomy cycles and weather patterns
and used his research to develop a secret
forecasting formula, which is still in use
today. Other than the Almanac's prog-
nosticators, few people have seen the
formula. It is kept in a black tin box at
the Almanac offices in Dublin, New
Hampshire.

Thomas also started drilling holes in the
Almanac so it could be hung on a nail or
with string. Subscribers hung the Alma-
nac in their outhouses thus providing
both reading material and toilet paper!
In the 1990s the editors decided to dis-
continue drilling holes in the Almanac
because it was costing $40,000 a year
and they felt it was no longer necessary.
However, when they surveyed subscrib-
ers, they found the response was over-
whelmingly in favour of keeping the
holes therefore drilling of holes contin-
ues to this day!

Over the asparagus spread a layer of
ground beef seasoned with salt & pepper.
Pour cheese sauce over so there is plenty of
moisture. Spread grated cheese & bread-
crumbs on top. Bake at 350 for 45 min -1 hour
depending on how much you make. I can't
wait for fresh Ontario Asparagus to try this
though Carol says she uses her Home Canned
asparagus in winter. Now a Chicken Entrée.
Lemon Chicken

1tbsp. oil

1 Ib boneless skinless chicken breast strips

2 cups snow peas trimmed

1 small red pepper cut in thin strips

1 lemon jelly powder

1 tbsp cornstarch

1/2 cup chicken stock

2 tbsp Italian salad dressing

1 tsp chopped garlic

1 tsp chopped fresh ginger

Sauté chicken in oil until cooked, 4 min. Add
snow peas & peppers cook 2 min. Stir well.
Mix jelly powder, cornstarch, broth, garlic,
ginger & dressing until jelly dissolves. Add to
skillet, reduce heat to medium & cook 3 min.
until thickened. Stir often. Serve over rice.

Cooking Q & A

What can you tell me about the history of
asparagus?

A member of the lily family, asparagus,
(Asparagus officinalis), comes from the Greek
word asparagos, which first appears in Eng-
lish print around 1000 A.D. It cannot be defin-
itively tracked to any one specific area of
origin, although it is known to be native to the
eastern Mediterranean and Asia Minor areas.
As early as 200 BC, Cato gave excellent
growing instructions for asparagus. The an-
cient Egyptians cultivated it, and Romans,
from Pliny to Julius Caesar to Augustus,
prized the wild variety. "As quick as cooking
asparagus” was an old Roman saying mean-
ing something accomplished rapidly.
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and was built of steel & concrete. So
sturdy was the new bridge, it lasts to
this very day, 53 years later! The bridge
has been extensively refurbished on
several occasions. The main issue has
been road salt rotting out the concrete,
but the basic structure is still sound.
The Kinmount bridge is a vital trans-
portation link for many roads and car-
ries a lot of traffic every day.

The opening of the new bridge was a
time of celebration in the village. A
marching band was brought in to lead a
parade and an official opening ceremo-
ny was held on August 31, 1957.

The current bridge over the Burnt River
is one of the hearts of the village. A
bridge has always spanned the river at
this point since 1858: literally before the
founding of Kinmount. The latest bridge
dates from 1958. By this date, the old
log/wooden bridge built after the Great
Collapse of 1905 (see June 2010 edition
of the Gazette) was “worn out”. It was
dangerous to cross. Keith Stata recalls
his teacher “falling through” the rotten
planking on the bridge pedestrian side-
walk and landing on the ice below! She
broke her arm and Keith’s class got a few
days off due to a wounded teacher.

The new bridge was constructed some-
time later. It was a unique “ truss design”

Lost Landmark:
Roman Catholic Church

Miner’s Bay Roman Catholic Church,
the first Roman Catholic church in Hal-
iburton County, was located at Miner’s
Bay. The church was organized by a
settlement of French-Canadian lumber-
jacks who came from Quebec to work
in the lumber camps and stayed to settle
along the Gull River. Last names in-
cluded Grozzelle, Angiers and Brada-
more. Many of these families are still
resident in the area today. The church
was located where the Davis Lake Road
met the Cameron Road less than 1 mile
north of Miner’s Bay and its quaint
stone Baptist Church. Miner’s Bay real-
ly had no village status, but had 2
churches! The church was later demol-
ished and its foundations are now bur-
ied beneath the Highway # 35.

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Peter Robinson Emigration 1825

The end of the Napoleonic Wars in
1815 caused massive economic dis-
location all over Europe, including
Ireland. Throughout the 1700s, the
population of Ireland had been
growing by leaps & bounds. The
vast majority of Irish were tenant
farmers and the amount of land was
fixed. Thanks to the growth of the
potato economy, Irish crofters or
peasants were able to produce
enough food from small garden
plots to subsist. But the constant sub
-dividing of these plots became a
problem. The population of Ireland
actually increased from less than to
2 million to 8 million by 1840! Then
the potato crop failed and the popu-
lation collapsed to 4 million due to
emigration and starvation!

But this overpopulation problem
was building as early as 1820. Al-
most all the land in Ireland was
owned by a few (English) landlords.
The Irish peasants rented plots from
this Anglo-Irish aristocracy. Due to
economic fluctuations, many croft-
ers from time to time could not pay
their rent which led to evictions and
all the nastiness that follows. The
sub-dividing of the already small
land holdings meant the smallest set
-back could destroy this unloved
system. In the volatile aftermath of
the Napoleonic Wars, this system
faced a collapse. Some areas of Ire-
land were harder hit than others.
The County of Cork in western Ire-
land was the scene of troubles called
the Whiteboy Revolts in the early
1920s. Rebels refused to pay rents,
and especially tithes to the
Protestant Church. Landlords and
everyone English were attacked or

terrorized. A potato crop failure in 1820
(a harbinger of the great Famine of the
1840s) further made a bad situation even
worse. Southern Ireland was in open re-
bellion.
The local government authorities had 2
choices: a crackdown on the peasants or
emigration. The first choice usually
meant violence and deportation of the
offenders to the penal colonies in Aus-
tralia. Emigration was a far better choice.
But the surplus Irish farmers were dirt
poor and could not afford the voyage to
Canada. The only way to push emigra-
tion was to pay their way to Canada. Lo-
cal Irish magnates in County Cork man-
aged to “influence” the British Govern-
ment to try a plan of assisted immigra-
tion in 1823. Peter Robinson from To-
ronto was chosen to plan & lead the ex-
perimental plan. In 1822 he led an expe-
dition of 571 hand-picked (surplus) Irish
from Cork to the Ottawa Valley at gov-
ernment expense. The expedition was a
success and a larger plan was set up for
1825 with 30,000 pounds voted to pro-
vide for 1500 emigrants. The settlers
were to be sent to the rear of the Newcas-
tle District: the recently surveyed town-
ships north of Rice Lake in the future
counties of Victoria & Peterborough.
Peter Robinson set up his office in Cork
and passed out handbills advertising the
scheme. Free passage to Canada, 70
acres of free land and free provisions and
farm machinery were offered to the lucky
applicants. It sounded like a good deal, it
was and over 50,000 prospective settlers
made application for the spots! Land-
lords provided names of their surplus
(and troublesome) tenants. Peasants
made written petitions for the valuable
positions; and these applications were
pitiful to read, citing poverty, misery,
injustice and the desire to get away from
a bad life in Ireland. Many of the new
'y settlers showed up in a poor, ragged

%+ shape & had to be bathed & clothed be-

wu fore being allowed on the ships. From
this huge bank of applicants, Robinson
hose 417 families with a total of 2,108
ouls. The influence of local landholders
was apparent as 8 estates contributed 239
f the families!
The group departed Cork in May 1825
aboard 9 British Navy ships and arrived

in Canada a month later. By July the group
reached Kingston and September the group
were arriving in batches at Scott’s Plains,
now Peterborough. Approximately 1900
Irish flooded the little hamlet of Scott’s
Plains (pop 50). Additions & subtractions in
transit were as follows: died enroute 145,
deserted 71, left with permission 30, joined
in Canada 15 and born since departure 69.
The late in the year arrival was not a prob-
lem: Robinson had planned out the expedi-
tion carefully. Temporary huts were built at
Scott’s Plains to house the group until they
could be located on their lots. Robinson
hired local settlers to build shantys on site
for each family at $10 per shanty. It took a
mere 2 days for the experienced settler to
throw up a log shanty! By December, al-
most all the new families were on their lots.
To survive in their new homes, each person
was given 18 months rations as follows:
each adult- 1 pound of salt pork & 1 pound
of flour per day. Children 5-14 years got half
that ration, while under 5 years were on
quarter rations. Besides the food rations,
each family received 3 bushels of seed pota-
toes, 1 peck of seed corn, a cow (for milk), a
handsaw, a kettle, an iron pot, an auger, ax-
es, 100 nails, 2 gimlets and 3 hoes. To actu-
ally acquire title to their lots, the new settler
had to live on the lot for 5 years & clear at
least 20 acres. Considering their plight in
Ireland, very few settlers did not meet the
settlement duties. Compared to their plight
in Ireland, this was Paradise. (In fact, one of
the first Irish to reach Scott’s Plains, leapt
from the scow onto show and proclaimed at
the top of his lungs he had “arrived in Para-
dise™!)

Not all the new settlers were settled in one
block of land. There were 415

“locations” (some single men or older sons
were also given grants) in the surrounding
townships:

Emily — 142; Ennismore — 67; Douro — 60
Asphodel — 36; Smith — 34; Ops — 7
Marmora — 6

The mass migration also changed the local
landscape. Ennismore Township was created
out of what was called the Gore of Emily
Township. Scott’s Plains was renamed Pe-
terborough in honour of Peter Robinson.
And the cultural makeup of this area of
Ontario was profoundly altered. The entire
area grew and flourished. A next generation

of Peter Robinson settlers moved
north in the 1860s and settled in the
Ottawa-Huron Tract: including the
Kinmount area. Many families
from Kinmount can trace their fam-
ily trees to the Peter Robinson set-
tlement scheme. A search of family
trees even found settlers who were
born in Ireland settling at Kin-
mount. Family names included
Dobherty, Allen, Hickey, Sullivan,
Casey, Collins, Flaherty, Connelly,

Clark and many more whose ancestors ar-
rived in the Peter Robinson Emigration of
1825.

The whole project was a success. Poor Irish
crofters with little hope at home were trans-
formed into industrious Canadian pioneers.
‘When the rations ran out, almost all the
families were self-sustaining and required
no further assistance. Later waves of set-
tlers followed these fore-runners as Ireland
dissolved into even more chaos during the
Great Potato Famine of the 1840s. The

Peter Robinson settlers were the lucky

ones. N

Oddly enough, no further such schemes of
immigrations from Ireland were tried de-
spite the success of this effort. Maybe the
cost was a factor; maybe the mass emigra-
tion was not needed. Immigrants continued
to pour into Ontario throughout the 1800s
in large numbers, the later groups paying
their own way, but still acquiring free land.
