The village of Udney was 

famous as a mill town in the 

northern section of Mara 

Township. Early settlers ar-

rived in the 1840s in the midst 

of a settlement boom. The 

first resident, Dominic 

OôDonnell originally called 

the area Connaught, after his 

Irish home county. The first 

post master named the settle-

ment Evansville after him-

self!. But there was another 

Evansville in Ontario, and in 

the 1890s the new name Ud-

ney was chosen, named after 

a village back in Scotland.  

Udney was on the Centre Line 

Road and received some traf-

fic which fueled a blacksmith 

shop and several general 

stores. The Methodist Church 

arrived in 1870 and a Orange 

Lodge in 1891. CNR built a 

line north in 1905 and Udney 

had a new railway station 

added to the town. Rail access 

helped the local farmers ship 

products to the outside world.  A 

branch railway line from Orillia 

was tried but was soon aban-

doned. In 1962 Udney was the 

location of a massive train 

wreck. An automobile struck car 

#35 of a 70 car train going north. 

The back of the train was popped 

off the rails and travelled 1 mile 

up the track before derailing and 

wiping out the closed rail station.  

The crew didnôt realize an acci-

dent was happening until 24 cars 

left the track in a horrific jumble 

that closed the line for 3 days!  

SS # 9 Mara was located in the 

village from 1879 until 1967 

when Mara Township consoli-

dated all its schools at Upter-

grove. Udney was a large 

enough centre to form its own 

telephone exchange in 1920. It 

was absorbed by Bell in 1957.

The Kinmount Educational Bursa-

ry is available to residents of Kin-

mount and area to support post-

secondary educational programs 

(University, College, Trade Pro-

grams) in their first two years of 

study. Bursary applications are 

available for the 2017-2018 school 

year.  

Applicants must be enrolled in full-

time studies (at least a 60% course 

load, or 40% if you have a perma-

nent disability). Bursaries do not 

replace expected Government aid; 

applicants are expected to apply to 

the Ontario Student Assistance 

Program (OSAP), (or another 

Provinceôs government student 

assistance program) to help meet 

education related costs. Bursary 

decisions are made in conjunction 

with the assessed need under your 

Government student assistance 

plan. If you have not already ap-

plied, OSAP applications are avail-

able on the Ministryôs website: 

http://osap.gov.on.ca If you have 

not applied for Government fi-

nancial assistance, your applica-

tion will not be considered.  

Application Deadline: May 31, 

2017  

Academic Requirements:  

Accepted to a recognized post sec-

ondary institution (University, Col-

lege or Trade School). Can-

didates must have a satisfac-

tory overall academic stand-

ing.  

Bursary Eligibility: Bursa-

ry applicants are eligible to 

apply for their first and sec-

ond year post secondary 

studies. Bursary applicants 

must have applied for and 

have been awarded OSAP 

funding. Bursary applicants 

must reside within a 15 km 

radius of Kinmount.  

Documents Required: 

Completed, signed Bursary 

Application within the speci-

fied deadline of May 31, 

2017. Proof of acceptance of 

OSAP (or equivalent provin-

cial funding program) will be 

required before the first in-

stallment will be paid to ap-

plicants. Applicant must be a 

resident within the 15km 

radius of Kinmount, as evi-

denced by:  

1) a copy of your Driverôs Li-

cense showing your current ad-

dress or  

2) a copy of any other Govern-

ment issued document showing 

your current address.
