a drier environment. So the 
Billings family moved to a site 
just south of Little Hawk Lake 
and settled. The land was not 
prime farmland, but Billings 
could still ply his trade as a 
stone mason. He built a quaint 
house, called Blagdon Hill, and 
proceeded to work at various 
projects throughout the area. 
Numerous stone houses still in 
existence show off his handi-
work, but the most famous is St 
Peterôs Anglican Church at 
Maple Lake. St Peterôs and 
Blagdon Hill (and others) still 
stand today as mute testimony 
to the magnificence that could 
be with Haliburton stone! 
Hawk Lake never contained a 
pioneer settlement. Most of the 
early residents in the area were 
attached to Hallôs Lake. Leg-
end has it there was a gold 
mine on a hill overlooking the 
lake. A dying aboriginal con-
fessed the mine was located on 
a hill between two large pine 
trees. Needless to say, that de-
scription was very vague! Pine 
trees donôt last forever. Despite 
extensive searches, the mine 
remains a legend. But Hawk 
Lake did have a magnificent 
log chute the carries the logs all 
the way from Kenisis Lake to 
the Gull River System.   

Easily accessed via the Gull River 
watershed and the Peterson Road, 
many settlers poured into southern 
Stanhope Township in the 1870s. 
The best land was in the Maple 
Lake-Carnarvon corridor along 
the chain of lakes from West 
Guilford to Boskung. Braver set-
tlers spread north, occupying 
pockets of land in the vicinity of 
Cameron Lake and Third and 
Fourth Lakes. (There were so 
many lakes, they ran out of 
names!) For a decade, about 10 
families lived in the Cameron 
Lake Settlement north of Maple 
Lake and the Barry Line. The land 
here was marginal at best, but it 
was free!  A single tragedy 
seemed to doom this struggling 
little community. The Jackson 
family regularly attended Maple 
Lake Church, but having no for-
mal clothes, the 3 Jackson teenag-
ers stayed at home. They went for 
a canoe ride on Third Lake, the 
canoe upset and despite being 
strong swimmers, the trio pan-
icked and all were drowned. The 
triple tragedy cast such a pall on 
the community, that almost every-
one abandoned their farms and 
moved away. The Cameron Lake 
settlement went back to Nature 
whence it came.  
One other settler of note did not 
flee in the face of adversity. John 
Billings was a master stone mason 
from England who emigrated to 
Canada in the 1870s. He worked 
at various projects in Toronto and 
was in high demand for his skill. 
But his wife suffered from tuber-
culosis, and doctors recommended 

Hawk Lake is part of the Gull 
River system. In the 1800s, 
countless thousands of logs 
were floated down the Gull 
River to mills on the Kawartha 
Lakes. Kenisis Lake, north of 
West Guilford is one of the 
head waters of the Gull River 
system. The Kenisis River 
drains this major Lake into 
Hawk Lake via Red Pine and 
Nunikani (Crab Lake). Anoth-
er headwater Sherborne 
(Trout) Lake also feeds in the 
watershed at Hawk Lake. A lot 
of logs were drained via the 
Hawk River to Halls and 
Boshkung Lakes into the Gull.  
A major bottleneck was the 
Hawk River rapids at the out-
let of Hawk Lake. This site 
contained a (lumbermanôs) 
dam and a log chute as early as 
1861 to funnel logs down the 
Hawk River, a shallow, twist-
ing route to Halls Lake. After 
the demise of lumbering, the 

dam and the log chute were 
abandoned by 1930. The dam 
was assumed by the Trent Ca-
nal authority as a feeder course, 
but the log chute was no longer 
needed and began to deterio-
rate. In 1948, the log chute was 
rebuilt as a historical works 
project. In 1999, it was again 
restored and a historical kiosk 
was added. Today, the Hawk 
River log chute is a historical 
site where our logging past is 
honoured.
