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Friends and Neighbours: Beaverton

The village of Beaverton be-

gan life as a port at the mouth 

of the Beaver River where it 

empties into Lake Simcoe. In 

the days before roads and 

railroads, water transport was 

key to settlement. Lake 

Simcoe was a major transpor-

tation highway with road ac-

cess from Toronto to Holland 

Landing and hence by water 

as far north as the Severn Riv-

er and the Trent Canal. The 

port of Beaverton was a ship-

ping centre for many sur-

rounding townships including 

western Victoria County. 

Sailing Schooners were the 

first type of transportation, 

but were later replaced by 

steam boats.  

The village itself was founded 

a bit upstream on the Beaver 

River at an eligible mill site. 

The village was first called 

Millton, Mill Town and 

Calderôs Mills after the first 

mill owner. Its name was later 

changed to Beaverton, literal-

ly town on the Beaver River. 

The village was located in 

Thorah Township, Ontario 

County and was surrounded 

by some excellent farmland. 

Grain was a popular crop in 

the 1800s, and farmers would 

ship their crop either to Bea-

verton Harbour or to Whitby.  

The first settlers were Scot-

tish. After the Napoleonic 

Wars, thousands of British 

soldiers were discharged from 

the army and encouraged to 

move to Canada with free 

land grants. Thorah, Brock 

and Eldon Townships were 

made available for these ex-

soldiers. At the same time, the 

Highland Clearances back in 

Scotland saw many small 

farmers called ñcroftersò 

evicted from their rented land 

by large landlords who were 

changing to sheep farming. 

Many of these evicted farmers 

moved to Canada to seek new 

lives. The Beaverton area 

received many families from the 

Western Isles of Scotland. Some 

displaced crofters moved to North 

Carolina, but didnôt like the 

weather (too hot), the slavery sys-

tem and still had a soft spot for 

the British Empire. These refu-

gees also moved to the Beaverton 

area. 

To facilitate settlement in the ar-

ea, the government of Upper Can-

ada hired Donald Cameron to 

handle immigration to this area. 

Cameron used his family connec-

tions to recruit among Scottish 

settlers, including some already 

settled in Glengarry County in 

Eastern Ontario, to move to Tho-

rah. Cameron was later charged 

with perjury and treason for his 

land deals, but was never convict-

ed and did do a good job of en-

couraging settlement in the area. 

Once the first settlers arrived in 

the 1820s, the area advertised 

itself. Thorah and surrounding 

townships became prosperous 

settlements thanks to its Scottish 

settlers. The Scots were notorious-

ly thrifty and hard-working. A St 

Andrewôs Society was set up in 

Beaverton to aid ñindigent Scots-

menò. It disbanded almost imme-

diately: there were no indigent 

Scotsmen! 

The village of Beaverton flour-

ished as a shopping centre, ship-

ping centre and industrial centre 

for the surrounding area. This 

prosperity was further enhanced 

when railways came along in the 

1850s. The Port Hope and Lind-

say Railway agreed to extend its 

profitable line from Lindsay to 

Beaverton, but never delivered 

until 1870. Thorah Township 

agreed to loan the rail-

way $50,000 if the rail-

way agreed to make Bea-

verton its terminus and 

go no further! The deal 

was broken shortly after 

when the railway was 

extended to Midland to 

get into the Western 

grain trade. But for the 

time Beaverton was the 

end of the line, the village pros-

pered as all goods along the east 

side of Lake Simcoe came through 

Beaverton. The Toronto-Nippissing 

Railway from Uxbridge to 

Coboconk also ran through the area, 

but the nearest stations were at 

Blackwater and Woodville. After 

the railway was extended to Mid-

land, business at Beaverton dropped 

off. Many of the first settlers only 

spoke Gaelic, and English transla-

tors were needed. Gradually Gaelic 

died out in the area.  

Beaverton was a typical pioneer 

town. To celebrate the village, the 

following poem was composed in 

1860. 

ñAt Beaverton River, on Lake 

Simcoe shore 

Post office, two churches, and also 

six stores, 

One teacher, one doctor, one lawyer 

for all 

One wharf at the harbour, town 

pound and town hall, 

Steam boat and propeller, three 

schooners that sail, 

And stages bring passengers, light 

freight and mail, 

Shoemakers and bakers and carpen-

ters build, 

Bricklayers and painters, enamel 

and guild, 

Do turning, and planing and carding 

of wool, 

Do grinding and sawing, they tan 

and they full, 

Waggon makers and blacksmiths 

and tailors abound, 

Coopers and butchers, and farmers 

all round. 

In summer itôs lovely to view the 

road lake 

The groves and the islands, and 

fishes they take.  

Beaverton contained a number 

of industries, mostly geared to 

wood products or local farm 

produce. One interesting factory 

was the foundry of Wm G 

Smith. It started off making farm 

machinery, but heavy competi-

tion from the larger centres 

caused a change of focus to a toy 

factory. With the slogan ñA Bea-

verton toy brings each child 

joyò, the factory produced 119 

different toys including ñCuban 

Cart, Pacing Bob and Butterfly 

Push Toyò. Also a myriad of tin 

horses, iron piggy banks wagons 

and other toys; both metal and 

wooden were made over several 

decades. The Beaverton Toy 

Company went out of business 

during the Depression, but 

emerged later making metal 

products such as towel racks, 

refrigerator racks, shopping carts 

and milk crates.  

Situated along the shores of 

Lake Simcoe, tourism became an 

important part of the local econ-

omy, replacing lumbering. Easy 

access was gained via the rail-

ways and both resorts and pri-

vate cottages hed. Fishing in the 

Lake, both winter and summer, 

are still big attractions. The lake 

boats have been replaced by 

recreational vessels, even more 

so after the Trent Canal was fin-

ished.  

In 1974, the municipal structure 

of the area was reorganized and 

Beaverton and Thorah Township 

were amalgamated with Brock 

Township in the expanded 

Durham Region. Old Ontario 

County disappeared.

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Soldiers of the Great War:  The Boldt Brothers 
burned himself in a cooking fire and was 

declared medically unfit. Their fate reminds 

us that not all recruits were wounded in 

battle. A large percentage of the Canadian 

Army recruits suffered from medical issues 

that cut short their soldiering careers.  

Many local families contributed more than 

one recruit to the Canadian Expeditionary 

Force during World War I. When the local 

109th Battalion was forming in the counties 

of Victoria and Haliburton, many brothers 

joined the home unit. Such was the case of 

the Boldt family from the Davis Lake Road 

in Lutterworth Township. Adolphus Boldt 

lived in the Iron Mine Road in the 4th con-

cession of Lutterworth. The children attend-

ed the Iron Mine School. Three Boldt broth-

ers volunteered for the Minden Platoon of 

the 109th Battalion in later 1915 and early 

1916. They may have been living in Minden 

at the time for the Kinmount Platoon was 

much closer. Arthur Boldt, the youngest at 

19 years old, listed his profession a lumber-

man. William and Stanley called themselves 

farmers. All 3 brothers were transferred to 

the 20th Battalion in England when the 109th 

was broken up to supply reinforcements to 

other battalions.  

The Boldt brothers all suffered from medical 

issues overseas. Arthur was diagnosed with 

tuberculosis and sent back to Canada. Wil-

liam suffered from epileptic fits and was 

medically discharged. Stanley accidentally 

Clockwise from top: Arthur Boldt; Stanley 

Boldt; uniform worn by Wallace Scott of 

the Kinmount platoon; William Boldt;

The sight of turtles basking on a log 

is something we probably saw as a 

child. Turtle populations are threat-

ened and declining. Unless drastic 

measures are taken, biologists fear 

that most species of turtles may dis-

appear completely from our prov-

ince. Most of the turtles that we see 

on our roads from May to July, are 

females that are going to their annu-

al nesting sites. When a female tur-

tle is hit and killed by a vehicle on 

the road, we lose the next generation 

of turtles. Turtle populations have 

declined globally in the last 20 years 

by about 50%. Habitat destruction 

by predators and road mortality are 

significant threats to turtles. Turtles 

can live over 250 years but it takes 

them at least 80 years of laying eggs 

ensure the survival of one new tur-

tle. 

Why should we care about turtles? 

Turtles help keep our water clean, 

by eating dead stuff at the bottom of 

ponds, lakes and wetlands. Also, 

they are an essential part of our wet-

lands ecosystem. Their habitat regu-

lates water quality and quantity and 

is essential for the survival of fish 

and wildlife as well as our own 

health and wellbeing. 

What can we do to help turtles sur-

vive? Turtles cross roads looking for 

food, mates or to lay their eggs. 

While driving on our roads, please 

slow down and keep an eye out for 

turtles. You can move an uninjured 

turtle out of harmôs way, in the di-

rection that it was heading. Snap-

ping turtles can be moved using a 

shovel, car mat or by attempting to 

have it clamp down on a branch to 

drag it off the roadway. While we 

encourage drivers to be vigilant, 

please ensure that your vehicle is 

pulled over with four-ways on and 

the roadway crossed only when safe 

to do so. Yield to all traffic. To learn

   The Old Stone Church, located be-

tween Beaverton and Argyle in On-

tario, is recognized officially as a 

National Treasure. Begun in 1840, it 

fell victim to the Great Presbyterian 

Disruption of 1844 when Presbyteri-

ans across British North America 

divided into two rather hostile 

camps, the reformist Knox group, 

and the opposing St Andrews con-

tingent. Finally, in the 1850s, the 

interior pine pews, complete with 

doors aisle side, were in place. Con-

gregants walked or rode long dis-

tances to hear services in Gaelic and 

English. Hymns were sung unac-

companied by organ or piano. 

Eventually the congregation 

moved into a new church in Bea-

verton, using The Old Stone 

Church on special occasions. 

About 20 years ago, the building 

was carefully restored to its 1840 

splendid simplicity (though the 

heritage architect from Toronto 

must have supposed that Robert-

son screws date from the 1840s!). 

Today it's used for weddings, fu-

nerals, a sunrise service each East-

er Sunday, and for four summer 

services. It's worth a visit.
