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Friends and Neighbours: Harburn

Haliburton for her wedding. It 
took 3 days! Harburn settlers 
were served by the Wickstead 
Post Office on the Dudley 
Township side of the Peterson 
Road.  
The land at Harburn was not 
first class agricultural land. In 
the early 1900s, many residents 
left for ñgreener fieldsò, espe-
cially in Western Canada. The 
decline of the lumber industry 
hurt the local economy, and by 
1945 (when cottaging really 
started), only 5 residents re-
mained at Harburn. (Further up 
the road, Fort Irwin was aban-
doned!). The farmerôs fields at 
Harburn are grown up now: the 
school and the Orange Lodge 
long gone. The Peterson Road 
(where it still exists) is a snow-
mobile trail. But up the Har-
burn Road, the lakes are now 
lined by cottages and Fort Ir-
win hums along as a hamlet. 
One of the famous geograph-
ical features of Harburn are the 
ñHarburn Wellsò. They consist 
of several circular holes bored 
into solid rock by long-gone 
glaciers. The Harburn Wells 
are well hidden, but are ac-
cessed by the more determined 
geo-cachers and geologists.  

Harburn is a township in Halibur-
ton County. It was always part of 
the Municipality of Dysart et al. 
This township contains some of 
the best cottage properties in the 
county on its many lakes. Before 
cottaging became the feature of 
the area, Harburn was the realm of 
the lumbermen. But the township 
of Harburn also contained one 
agricultural settlement, also 
named Harburn. Harburn seems to 
be a common name back in Brit-
ain, the most famous being a Scot-
tish town and an English River. 
Take your pick for its name or-
gins! 
The story of the ghost community 
of Harburn begins back in the 
1860s with the Peterson Road. 
This early colonization road 
passed through Canarvon, West 
Guilford, Eagle Lake and Harburn 
on its way east towards the Otta-
wa Valley. Early settlers poured 
into the area along the Peterson, 
clearing land wherever it was pos-
sible to drive a plough, and that 
was not in many spots! Along the 
western boundary between Har-
burn and Dudley Townships was 
one of those spots. And thus the 
settlement of Harburn was born.  
Only a handful of true settlers 
lived in Harburn. It was the only 
settlement in the whole township; 
the rest of Harburn Township 
being rocky with numerous lakes 
and swamps. It truly was the 
realm of the lumbermen, and most 
Harburn residents subsidized their 
incomes working for the lumber-
men or selling produce to them. 
Only in 1888 was Harburn joined 
to Haliburton Village by the Great 
Northwest Road, built by Mossom 
Boyd to access his shanties to the 
north.  
The actual Harburn settlement 
consisted of a school house (SS 
#1 Harburn & Dudley) and an 
Orange Lodge (LOL # ). They 
were both situated near the junc-
tion of the Harburn Road (to Fort 
Irwin) and the Peterson Road (to 
Maynooth). The settlement never 
contained a church or a store, set-
tlers having to travel into Halibur-
ton village for those services. 
During the winter, Harburn could 
be very isolated. One bride was 
forced to travel by snowshoe to

Andy Bathgate being my fa-
vourite player. Why - because 
my dad loved Gordie Howe and 
a friend named Tom Mcgrath 
loved the Canadiens and Rocket 
Richard. In 1959 Bathgate won 
the Hart Trophy as the most 
valuable player in the league 
and I quickly showed my Dad 
and friend that Andy was the 
best. In 1954 my dad who was a 
Red Wings fan, went to bed and 
I put my hear to the radio in the 
Stanley Cup final and heard 
Tony Leswick score the win-
ning goal inn overtime to win 
the cup for the Red Wings. I ran 
into the bedroom and told my 
dad who said "what - Gordie did 
not score it?" I wondered what 
difference would that make!!! 
They still won!!! The years con-
tinued to move along. I became 
a Boston Bruin fan in the seven-
ties. Bobby Orr, Phil   
Esposito...who could ask for 
more!!! Marty, my son, was 
born in 1978 and later became a 
REd Wings fan. I joined him in 
celebrating and idolizing Yz-
erman and Lidstrom. The big 
event we shared was the 1997 
Stanley Champion Red Wings.  
Back to my own hockey life, 
there was very little opportunity 
to play organized hockey. My 
parents were not interested, so I 
played pond hockey up behind 
Hugh Fountain's house. I earned 
to skate, stickhandle and play in 
the wide open spaces.  Walking 
home one day, my feet frozen. I 

Local Hockey fanatic John 
Dettman shared this memoir of 
playing hockey in Kinmount 
for the 2019 Kinmount Fair. He 
has generously given permis-
sion to the Gazette to publish 
excerpts from this story. 
  
I never really played organized 
hockey like many out there but 
enjoyed it as much as anyone. 
It can happen just for the love 
of the game. My son Marty 
developed a love for the game 
same as I. My daughter Jill 
played ringette and knew a lot 
about hockey. My wife Lola 
was a great sport to put up with 
all the hockey stories, the good 
times and bad. 
I first remember living in Kin-
mount maybe at eight years old 
and getting my first skates. 
Yes, I probably wore a size six 
but mine were size 11. My 
mum made me put extra socks 
on because after all money was 
scarce and the skates were sup-
pose to last forever. Imagine 
two or tree extra socks to fill up 
the skates. I tipped over on my 
ankles but it did not stop me. 
We lived right on the river's 
edge so my dad cleaned off a 
small area so I could very con-
veniently skate right near my 
home. I was in heaven. I loved 
e and in the early 50's we lis-
tened to it on the radio. The 
Maple Leafs were my favourite 
team and Teeder Kennedy my 
childhood idol. Later I became 
a New Yor Rangers fan with

Furnace Falls. At this site, there 
was a large open pit. There were 
three visible drill lines on the sheer 
walls of this mine. Back in these 
times, the drilling machines were 
steam-powered, using wood as the 
fuel. The paths of tram lines were 
still visible in the forest as were the 
built-up sections of the rail bed. 
FOG thanks Guy for taking us on 
this interesting hike and for enlight-
ening us with history that is right 
here in our backyard! 
Did you hear or read about the re-
cent statistics on our bird popula-
tions? Since 1970, three billion 
birds are gone. Three billion! This 
loss is attributed to 3 main sources: 
loss of bird habitat, glass windows 
in homes and tall buildings, and 
light pollution which affects migra-
tion. Locally, a list could be made 
of birds we no longer see or hear or 
in much smaller numbers. 

On Friday the 13, six people took 
part in the Friends of Galway Iron 
Mine hike. We gathered at the 
park at Furnace Falls and enjoyed 
picnic lunches. Guy Scott joined 
us and took us over the bridge to 
explore the smelter, pits, and a 
ómountainô of marble. We saw 
where the old rail line ran as well 
as the old Monck Road. We at-
tempted to envision what things 
were like in this area in the 1880s 
and where the mining town of 
Furnace Falls may have been situ-
ated. This site was destroyed in 
1887 by a forest fire that began 
near Bow Lake. 
We returned to the park, got in 
our vehicles and followed Guy to 
our next stop. At this property, 
Guy guided us along trails to what 
is believed to be the Victoria Iron 
Mine. This mine also dates back 
to the 1880s and its buildings 
were destroyed by the same fire 
that wiped out the buildings at

The Hockey Banquet 1968 

During the 1960s, the communi-
ty of Kinmount, with the assis-
tance of neighbours Irondale and 
Burnt River, operated a complete 
set of teams in the area OMHA 
league. This league consisted of 
local powerhouses Minden, Hal-
iburton, Bobcaygeon and Fe-
nelon Falls. But little Kinmount 
managed to hold its own, even if 
we used an under-sized natural 
ice arena, the old Barn. The 
teams were proudly sponsored 
by the Royal Canadian Legion 
Branch 441 Kinmount. At the 
end of the season, a banquet was 
held for all the Kinmount teams. 
Here is the newspaper report for 
the 1968 banquet. 
ñA crowd of over 100 attended 
the Kinmount Legion hockey 
banquet in the Legion Hall Kin-
mount. Mrs Austin Swanton was 
at the piano.  
Grace was said by Dean Stange, 
a Novice hockey player. After 
dinner served by the Legion 
Womenôs Auxiliary, the teams 
were introduced. 
Garland Barkwell introduced the 
Tadpoles: Billy McCluney, Tim-
my Henderson, Malcolm Crego 
& Timmy Scott. 
Rolfe Stange introduced the 
Novice hockey team: Danny 
Byrne (captain), Peter Pearson, 
David Handley, Richard Roeske, 
Michael McCluney, Dean 
Stange, Ricky Scott, Kelly An-
derson, Michael Scott, Reggie 
Crego and Teddy Chalmers. 
George Simmons introduced the 
Pee Wee hockey team: Michael 
Popert (captain), Perry Sim-
mons, Lee Swanton, Steven 
Austin, Larry Silver, Terry 
Spencer, Dwight Dettman, Rob-
bie Young, David Crego, Doug 
Hope, Brent Handley, Chris 
Hodgson, Gordon Couvier, 
Dougie Pearson, Roland Hamil-
ton. 
Gerald Dettman introduced the 
Bantam team: Peter Popert 
(captain), Jeffrey Austin, Gerard 
Allen, Gerard Pearson, Robert 
Hancock, Bert Simmons, Ronnie 
Anderson, Jim Swanton, Philip 
Hodgson, David Hartin. 
Robert Young thanked the Le-
gion for their help during the 
hockey season and also the la-

dies for the meal. 
The managers and coaches of 
the individual teams were in-
troduced and presented tro-
phies by members of each 
team. 
Timmy Henderson introduced 
and thanked Reg McCluney, 
coach and manager of the Tad-
poles. Glen Anderson, coach 
of the Noviecs and Marsh 
Dudman (manager), were in-
troduced and thanked by Dan-
ny Byrnes and Michael 
McCluney. John Dettman, 
coach of the Pee Wees and 
Gerald Spencer (manager), 
were introduced and thanked 
by Michael Popert and Dwight 
Dettman. Coach and manager 
of the Bantams Jack Phillips 
and Elwood Swanton were 
introduced and thanked by 
Peter Popert and Philip Hodg-
son.  
A feature presentation was a 
trophy presented to Mrs E M 
Hughes for her work for the 
Kinmount Hockey League by 
Michael Popert on behalf of 
all the boys.  
Guy Scott, son of William 
Scott MP for Victoria-
Haliburton thanked Constable 
Whitney (guest speaker).  
William Scott MP praised 
Larry Hartin of Kinmount and 
goal keeper for the Haliburton 
Huskies for winning the Dr 
Thomas Trophy in the Junior 
D League. He also presented 
on behalf of the Novice Team 
a trophy to the Kinmount Le-
gion for their support to the 
team.  
Films, including one of the 
1965 Stanley Cup playoffs, 
were shown by Austin Hen-
derson of the Lands and For-
ests.  
Gerard Allen moved a vote of 
thanks to Mr Henderson. Wil-
liam Simpson, President of the 
Legion, was master of ceremo-
nies.  
A great time was enjoyed by 

all, ending the season which 
saw the boys, not only playing 
hockey, but raising money to 

buy each one jackets and 
crests.ò

stopped, sat down and nearly gave 
up. Why were my feet frozen? It 
was because my boots had been 
used as the goal posts. When the 
river would flood up, we skate for 
miles on the river and yes the nets 
sometimes were far apart. I also 
remember playing behind Scott's 
Store. We were having a great 
game of shiny. This stranger came 
over to watch. We played harder, 
thinking maybe he was an NHL 
scout! We all dreamed of being in 
the NHL and whenever we played 
hockey or ball hockey we pretend-
ed to be an NHL star. 
I first remembered the rink in Kin-
mount called Tigalder's Garden. It 
was looked after by Stan and An-
nie Silver who later in life would 
become relatives. Stan had been 
injured in a bad accident, and 
would limp down to the rink, so 
while we waited for him to walk 
there and get organized, we would 
watch the Kinmount Imperials play 
hockey. They were really good. An 
amazing team! Annie made home-
made buns for the hotdogs and 
they were great. I never remember 
playing hockey there but do re-
member helping Stan clean off the 
ice during intermissions. Stan  
loved to be the goal judge. I guess 
this was his way of taking part in 
the hockey game. I remember once 
my Uncle Cliff took me up to the 
rink to shoot the puck around. I 
caught him in the toe because he 

was only wearing shoes and he 
yelled from the pain - ending the 
fun! 
My dad was not well and drank 
way too much! He was not into 
sports but did teach me to hunt and 
fish. I received my first hockey 
equipment when I was eleven and 
my New York Rangers jersey with 
number nine on the back was my 
favourite player Andy Bathgate. I 
just dreamed of playing hockey for 
a team and wondered if it would 
ever happen to me. Everything I 
did was related to hockey. I never 
had a brother or sister to play with 
so my poor mother would be the 
goalie. What a great person she 
was, letting me shoot at her with a 
ball at noon hour when I came 
home for lunch. When you had a 
mother like I did, she would do 
anything to make me happy. My 
mum first got to see me play hock-
ey when I was at the age of thirty-
nine - hard to believe it but very 
true!  
I try to remember the first games I 
played - Norland, Coboconk and 
Burnt River had little pee wee 
teams. Coboconk was the best 
with the Altons, Faulkners and 
Weavers. We maybe played three 
or four games - I could not score - 
something I would do plenty of 
later in life, but for now when I 
came close I hit the goal post. My 
fondest memory came the follow-
ing year after scoring a few goals.
