frontage into cottage subdivi-
sions. (Haliburton Lake was 
actually called Crooked Lake 
until the current, more romantic 
name was adopted in 1952.)  
In 1953 the developers adver-
tised cottage lots at the Canadi-
an Hobby and Craft Show in 
Toronto. Lots were offered, 
sight unseen, on Haliburton 
Lake for a $100 deposit. A 
special ñexcursion trainò was 
chartered and the buyers were 
trained to Haliburton Village 
where busses were booked for 
the next leg to Haliburton 
Lake. There a squad of sales-
men awaited the prospective 
cottagers with boats and cars to 
tour the cottage lots. The devel-
opers offered 4 cottage designs 
for $2,500, lot included! Over 
300 future cottagers took the 
excursion, many immediately 
signing up for the deal. It was a 
successful ñnew ageò land 
rush!  
The first phase was to consist 
of 800 cottages with a 
ñshopping centreò consisting of 
a general store, service station, 
motel, marina and airplane 
docking! The plan was a suc-
cess and a community grew up 
at the old Fort Irwin depot site.  
The Haliburton Lake develop-
ment was the first of many 
such projects all over Harburn, 
Guilford and other neighbour-
ing townships. Today Fort Ir-
win is a bustling little commu-
nity, a ñdepotò for the cottage 
community that has now ex-
panded to full time residents. 
The number of mail boxes 
proves that the community is 
more than just a summer com-
munity.  

Fort Irwin is the only Haliburton 
community to acquire the title 
ñfortò for a name. The title is 
slightly misleading: there was 
never a traditional ñfortò at the 
site. No log walls manned by 
armed guards or gates or even 
ñhostilitiesò. It was actually a 
lumber camp and depot, but be-
cause its buildings formed a 
square, with structures lining 3 
sides of the site, it was nicknamed 
ñFortò. The fourth side was open 
to the lake! James M Irwin was 
the lumberman who built his de-
pot on the site in 1886. Irwin was 
a partner of Mossom Boyd and 
found the narrows between Hali-
burton and Oblong Lake an ideal 
base depot spot. Access was 
gained from the Peterson Road 
and the Harburn Road. To reach 
this area, Boyd actually built the 
Northeast Road from Haliburton 
Village to Eagle Lake at his own 
expense. This road opened up the 
surrounding area including Fort 
Irwin.  
The Fort was described thusly: a 
100ô horse stable was at the rear, a 
80ô bunk house and cook shack on 
the left and office, blacksmith 
shop and storehouse opposite. 
This depot served a number of 
camps further north and east. Sup-
plies were to be stored here for the 
local bush shanties that changed 
locations every couple of years. 
Unfortunately for Irwin, the depot 
was only used for one year before 
he went bankrupt. But other lum-
ber companies such as Mickle & 
Dyment  and the Gull River Com-
pany used the site as a depot over 
the years. 
It was hoped that a community 
would rise at the Fort, but it was 
not meant to be. The buildings 
rotted down and the lumbermen 
eventually left. The Hodgson 
Lumber Company operated in 
the area, but there was no need 
for a depot. After WW II, the 
economy of Haliburton began to 
change. There was a demand for 
cottage properties, and the un-
spoiled lakes of Haliburton be-
gan to draw the attention of land 
developers. Haliburton Devel-
opments limited purchased the 
exhausted limits of lumber com-
panies and divided the lake 

Anyone passing the Fair-
grounds on August 16-18 might 
believe they had gone back in 
time. The grounds were host to 
the to the Model T Ford Club 
of Ontario. Numerous Model 
Ts dotted the grounds or were 
chugging along local roads. 
These originals, lovingly re-
stored, are a page in Canadian 
History.  
The Model T was first pro-
duced by the Ford Motor Car 
Company in 1908. They were 
the first true ñpeopleôs carò, 
made by assembly line and 
never costing more than $400! 
Henry Ford was a revolutionary 
for two reasons: he made his 
Model Ts inexpensive so eve-
ryone could afford one and he 
made them durable and simple 
to fix. Before the Model T, 
automobiles were the play 
toys of the rich. Now they 
were the mass transit of 
everyone. Oh yes, they 
came in any colour as long 
as it was black! 
The Ford Motor Car Com-
pany built over 2,000,000 
Model Ts before they 
were discontinued in 
1928. Thatôs a lot of cars 
in an era when cars were 
something new. Many 
municipalities banned 
automobiles outright: they 
scared the horses! Also the 
Model T was a summer-
only transport vehicle: 
roads were not snow-
ploughed until the 1930s!  
The arrival of the Model 
Ts also created other prob-
lems besides road condi-
tions. The Schroter Family 
of Kinmount purchased a 
used Model T about 1920 
for $160! There were no 
gas stations in the area, so 
gasoline was shipped in by 
barrel on the railway. The 
only way to get the gas 
home was by horse and 
wagon! It would be a 
while yet before the horse 
was obsolete! Kinmountôs 
first garage appeared in 
the late 1920s. It was a 
converted blacksmith 

shop: a sign of the times. 
Automobiles have changed a lot 
since the Model T. But without 
them, todayôs society would be 
vastly different. (Just watch the 
traffic on a summerôs day pass 
through town!) We salute you 
Henry Ford: you made good 
automobiles!

ing to one source, the purple 
shamrocks originated from Ire-
land in the 14th Century. Since 
then, these shamrocks have 
been passed down over the cen-
turies through family and 
friends. FOGôs ñShamrocking 
Galwayò project this year is 
continuing this centuries old 
practice. Wow! Who knew? 
Reports of area wildlife contin-
ue to be shared. A few people 
watched a bald eagle soaring 
over Clear Bay. Note, the loon 
family on the bay and three 
common terns were not im-
pressed at its presence. One 
observer had a flying squirrel at 
their birdfeeder. A couple of 
people have seen a coyote on 
the Galway Road in the area of 
Ironmine Creek Bridge. 
Crystal Lake has at least two 
loon chicks that hatched this 
year. This is the first time in at 
least six years that the pair of 
loons on Clear Bay has been 
successful. The Clear Bay loon 
baby had an eventful first forty-
eight hours. On day one; the 
mother loon and baby were 
caught in a hail storm while out 
in the main part of the bay. On 
day two; an intruder loon came 
into the bay. Both parents left 
the chick by itself as they 
demonstrated a united front to 
dissuade this unwelcome visi-
tor. This óshow of forceô 
worked very well. Both baby 
loons are progressing very well 
to date.

the name of the movie: Brotherhood. 
But the forces of Nature were against 
them. Struggling against the waves 
and exhaustion, the paddlers began 
to lose their grips on the canoe. De-
spite the fact many were good swim-
mers, one by one exhaustion began 
to claim its victims.  
An hour after the swamping, the first 
boy sank beneath the surface and 
disappeared. Next, the camp leader, 
who couldnôt swim, simply said a 
prayer, wished the others luck and 
gave up, disappearing beneath the 
waves. One boy attempted to swim 
to shore, but only got about 100 
yards before disappearing. By now it 
was dark, the wind was gusting and 
the swimmers were suffering from 
the cold. One by one the teens lost 
their grip on the overturned canoe 
and slipped beneath the waves.  
After 6 hours in the water, the over-
turned canoe finally drifted ashore 
on Grand Island. By then, there were 
only 4 survivors. It was 2:00 am. 
They rested a few hours until day-
break, got the war canoe upright and 
paddled back towards the camp. 
They arrived mid-afternoon with the 
news.  
Search parties were immediately 

In July, the Kirkfield Historical 
Society hosted a movie premier 
of ñBrotherhoodò, a new movie 
based on a true story. On a July 
evening in 1926, a group of teens 
left Balsam Lake Camp, a church 
leadership camp on the west 
shore of Balsam Lake for a pad-
dle to Coboconk. The purpose of 
the journey was to secure some 
supplies for the camp. The instru-
ment of transport was a native 
war canoe that held fifteen. The 
crew were advised not to make 
the trip: it was late in the day 
(evening) and the waters of Bal-
sam Lake were choppy. The pad-
dle was not a long one, and they 
were never out of sight from 
shore. But as the war canoe ap-
proached Grand Island in the 
centre of the lake, a stiff wind 
picked up. A large wave 
swamped the canoe, dumping the 
13 youths and 2 adults into the 
water. The crew, lacking life 
jackets, held onto the sides of the 
canoe. They attempted to guide 
the canoe to shore on Grand Is-
land, but weather conditions 
thwarted this attempt.  They de-
cided to stick together; providing 
moral support for everyone, thus Continued on p. 6

organized, but it took 4 days before 
the bodies were recovered! The lo-
cal authorities finally used an air-
plane in the search. An inquest was 
held on August 3, a mere 13 days 
after the catastrophe. The only rec-
ommendation was that war canoes 
be banned from boys and girls 
camps. To quote the head of the 
Ontario Safety League: ñNobody 
will quarrel with any regulation that 
would prohibit the canoe at summer 
camps altogether.ò 
Ninety-three years later, the tragedy 
was made into the movie 
ñBrotherhoodò by 
Rolling Rock Produc-
tions. The movie was 
shot at Wawa and in 
a set in Toronto. The 
cast had never seen 
Balsam Lake until 
the Kirkfield Prem-
ier. A plaque honour-
ing the lost now 
hangs in the old 
Church which serves 
as the Kirkfield Mu-
seum.
