From the Editorôs Desk

Dummer Township was set-

tled in the 1830s. The Town-

ship is a transition area be-

tween the Great Lakes Low-

lands and the Canadian 

Shield. The western and 

southern portions of the town-

ship are in a farming region 

while the rest of the township 

is extremely rocky. The first 

demands of the Dummer set-

tlers was for a grist mill. The 

earliest settlers had to carry 

their grain to Peterborough or 

Norwood: a  long, arduous 

journey. An excellent mill site 

was located in the south-west 

corner of the township where 

the village of Warsaw now 

stands. But like many ñprime 

sitesò, this spot ended up in 

the hands of a prominent land 

speculator in Peterborough 

who sat on the site. In 1834, a 

petition was gathering re-

questing ñsaid gentlemanò to 

do something with it! (I para-

phrase) The petition struck a 

cord and within months a grist 

mill was under construction 

on the Indian River on the 

what was called Dummer 

Mills and soon renamed War-

saw.  

The founding of Warsaw kick

-started the local economy. 

Warsaw was to be the only 

true village in the entire town-

ship.  The local economy re-

lied heavily on the lumber 

trade and farm products. 

Dummer never had a railway 

line pass through it. All lum-

ber products had to be taken 

to Lakefield, Peterborough or 

Norwood.  The northern end 

of the municipality touched 

on Stony Lake and timber 

could be floated to Lakefield. 

In later times, tourism flour-

ished along the north shore of 

Stony Lake which was a good 

thing due to the stony nature 

of the land!  

Warsaw was a typical pioneer 

village filled with mills, 

stores, blacksmiths, churches 

and the usual assortment of small 

businesses catering to the local 

farmers and lumbermen. The Cho-

ate Family were prominent millers 

and ran the largest general store in 

the village. The Indian River was 

the main waterway, but it was 

unsuitable for anything but logs 

and water power (too shallow!).  

One ñspecialtyò of Warsaw was 

sheep and woolens. The original 

settlers were Scottish and English 

from the woolen parts of England. 

Many had worked as weavers 

back in Britain, and used there 

skills to supplement their incomes 

in Canada. Each farm had its little 

herd of sheep and produced wool-

ens at home. Choateôs General 

Store accepted woolen cloth in 

exchange. The Choates eventually 

put in a carding machine and 

steam-powered loom to improve 

the output. Local weavers could 

rent the loom to finish their prod-

uct. In 1855, the books recorded 

over 30 local farmers renting the 

machines to finish their woolen 

goods! In the 1861 census 9 Dum-

mer residents claimed their pro-

fession as weaver (and not 

farmer!) 

One Warsaw weaver has left his 

output records for 1887. He sold 2 

pairs of blankets ($10.50), 33 İ 

yards of carpet (22 cents a yard), 

6 yards of carpet (40 cents a yard

(, 1 horse blanket ($2.25), 5 yards 

fucloth ($3.50), 3 yards flannel 

($1.05), 3 İ yards of yarn ($1.78), 

10 İ yards of twill ($1.85), and 2 

ı yards of yarn ($1.10). Total 

income for the year was $429.42.  

Fire was a constant menace in 

Warsaw, as it was in 

most small villages 

(Kinmount included). 

The main grist/sawmill 

burned down 3 times! 

It was always rebuilt, a 

sign it was well used 

and needed in the com-

munity. Duoro and 

Dummer Townships 

were always closely 

linked (Warsaw is on 

the boundary between 

the 2 townships). They 

shared an agricultural 

society among other in-

stitutions. In the amal-

gamation of the 1990s, 

the two township coun-

cils were united to form 

one municipality.  

of Kinmount was very sup-

portive after our loss. Every-

thing from condolences to 

food was generously forward-

ed to us in our hour of grief. I 

cannot begin to list the indi-

viduals and groups who ex-

pressed their sympathy. The 

strength and compassion of a 

community surfaces in hours 

of crisis, and the community 

of Kinmount earned a gold 

medal for their spirit. On be-

half of my whole family, a 

hearty and heartfelt thank you 

to everyone for all their com-

passion and caring. Kinmount 

is a great place to live, and the 

community demonstrated their 

support in our time of trial.

History of Smokey Bear - Only YOU Can Prevent Forest Fires 

Smokey Bear was written. To maintain the 

correct rhythm, writers Steve Nelson and 

Jack Rollins added a "the" between 

"Smokey" and "Bear." Smokey Bear soon 

became known as "Smokey The Bear" to his 

adoring fans, but his correct name is still 

Smokey Bear. Smokey Bear attracted more 

commercial interest - dolls, comics and 

more! Royalties were used to promote forest 

fire prevention. The Junior Forest Ranger 

program also started in 1952. Children who 

wrote to Smokey about fire prevention re-

ceived a Junior Forest Ranger Kit. By 1965, 

Smokeyôs volume of mail was so high he 

received his own Zip Code ï 20252. Smokey 

rode through the 70's and into the 80's with 

lessened momentum. His early years were 

easy because it was a simpler time when his 

familiar message was one of few being 

pushed. However, intense competition, glob-

al markets, and rapid technological changes 

emerged, and Smokey found it difficult to 

compete for a share of the public's attention. 

In 1984, Smokey's 40th Birthday was cele-

brated, and the first day issue of his postage 

stamp took place in Capitan, New Mexico. 

In 1987, Smokey Sports was launched as a 

new component of the CFFP Program. 

"National Smokey Bear Day" was conducted 

with all major league baseball teams in the 

United States and Canada. The 90ôs opened 

the door for Smokeyôs revival by celebrating 

his 50th birthday with a nationwide celebra-

tion. Smokey's message "Only You Can Pre-

vent Forest Fires" was changed to "Only 

You Can Prevent Wildfires". The term wild-

fire applies to any uncontrolled, unplanned, 

unwanted outdoor fire (such as grass fires, 

range fires, brush fires). In 2004, Smokey 

celebrated his 60th Birthday with a special 

logo  ñ60 Years of Vigilance.ò Remember 

Smokey's ABCôs?      Always Be Careful 

with fire! 

In his ranger's hat, belted blue jeans, and car-

rying a shovel, Smokey Bear has been a fire 

fighting icon since 1944 but how did Smokey 

become associated with wildfire prevention? 

Back in WW II a Japanese submarine near the 

coast of California fired a salvo of shells that 

exploded on an oil field close to the Los Pa-

dres National Forest. Exploding shells could 

easily set off numerous raging forest fires 

adding to those already caused by humans. 

Protection of the forests from uncontrolled 

fire was a matter of national importance, and a 

new idea was born. If people were urged to be 

more careful, perhaps some fires would be 

prevented. The Nation knew forest fires were 

a serious threat. Statistics showed 9 out of 10 

fires were person-caused and, thus, preventa-

ble. The Forest Service organized the Cooper-

ative Forest Fire Prevention Program with the 

help of the Association of State Foresters and 

the Wartime Advertising Council, people ex-

perienced in advertising who donated their 

talent to the U.S. Government to get important 

messages to the people. Posters such as 

"Forest Fires Aid the Enemy," and "Our Care-

lessness, Their Secret Weapon" were created. 

Using catchy phrases, colourful posters and 

fire prevention messages, people were encour-

aged to prevent fires and help the War. Walt 

Disney's motion picture "Bambi" was pro-

duced in 1944 and Disney authorized use of 

his creation on a poster. The Bambi poster 

was a success and proved using an animal as a 

fire prevention symbol would work. Bambi 

could not be used in subsequent campaigns 

because it was on loan from Walt for only one 

year. It was decided the symbol should be a 

bear. Artist Albert Staehle painted the first 

poster of Smokey Bear pouring a bucket of 

water on a campfire. Smokey Bear soon be-

came very popular. "Only YOU Can Prevent 

Forest Fires" was first used as a slogan in 

1947. In 1951 the first Smokey Bear costume 

was fabricated and a year later a song about 

Left: Our Volunteer 

Firefighters head 

out in a boat with 

portable backpacks, 

pumps and tools to 

fight a fire at near-

by Loom Lake.

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          Sweet Carrot Pancakes 
2/3 cup a/p flour 

2/3 cup whole wheat flour 

1 1/2 tsp baking powder 

1 tbsp dark brown sugar 

1 tsp. allspice 

pinch salt 

1 cup milk 

1 lg egg 

2 tbsp melted butter 

1 3/4 cop grated carrots 

1/3 cup raisins 

Mix dry ingredients, Stir in wet ingredi-

ents and beat to a smooth batter 

Stir in carrots and raisins and let sit 5 

min. Cook on lightly greased pan until 

bubbles appear on the surface.

1 1/4 cups shredded coconut

1 tsp vanilla

crumbs. Mix in milk, butter, vanilla and 

salt. Spread in a greased 9" square pan. 

Bake at 375 for 25 min .until lightly 

browned. Cool and cut into bars.

In 

response to the story, many British peo-

ple began to grow and eat more carrots. 

They wanted to improve their vision so 

that they could see better during com-

pulsory blackouts. Although ñCats 

Eyesò carrot eating made a great story, it 

was, in fact, propaganda put out to con-

ceal the fact from the Germans that the 

Royal Air Force was actually using  

radar to locate bombers during the night.
